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Field Level Security
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Field Level Security allows for security restrictions to be placed on the fields throughout Microsoft Business Solutions–Great Plains. The security settings can then be assigned to specific users of the system. For example, if your accounts receivable professionals need access to the customer maintenance window but you do not want them to change the credit limit information; with Field Security you can password protect, hide, or disable the credit limit field and apply the restriction to those users.  

Easily control user access to individual fields in the system using Field Level Security. 


For additional functionality, such as record level security, you can use Field Level Security Scripting (sold separately) in conjunction with Field Level Security. Field Level Security Scripting provides record‑level security, auto‑generation of customer and vendor IDs, automatic defaulting of field values, and other custom business logic.
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
