Control Access to Critical Business Data with Record Level Security

You can use conditional scripting to apply record-level security restrictions on certain records. For example, you may want to restrict access to employee records in the Human Resources and Payroll modules, so that only a certain class of users can view certain employee records and not others. Because Field Level Security Scripting uses Dexterity scripting, the possibilities are nearly limitless.  Restrictions can be based on User ID or User Class, and access to records can be limited based on virtually any field within that record. Field Level Security Scripting also works with third-party products and dictionaries.

Achieve Accuracy and Control with Conditional Restrictions

With Field Level Security Scripting, access to certain fields can be restricted using conditions that you specify. For example, you could provide a particular user class with read‑only access to all employee records, but enable them to make changes to records flagged as inactive.

Add Rich Customizations 

Field Level Security Scripting can be used for much more than record‑level security; it can be used to apply custom business logic to fields in your Microsoft Business Solutions application. Here are a few examples of how you can use Field Level Security Scripting to save time and increase accuracy:

· Auto-Generate Customer and Vendor ID’s: Does your business struggle to maintain the integrity of coding schemes for customer and vendor IDs?  By adding custom logic to fields in the Customer or Vendor Maintenance windows, you can automatically generate master record IDs for newly added records, saving time and increasing accuracy. Users no longer need to spend time looking at existing customer or vendor lists to determine what ID should be assigned to a new customer or vendor.  Instead, they can focus on data entry, and let their application do the rest.

· Automatically Set Default Values: Just as ID fields can be automatically generated, Field Level Security Scripting can be used to add custom logic that will set default values for virtually any field.  For example, you could add a script that would automatically set the value of the Supervisor field in the Employee Maintenance window based on the employee’s Department and Location.

· Add Custom Business Logic: There is a wide range of possibilities for adding custom business logic.  Although Field Level Security Scripting was designed to provide record‑level security and advanced security logic, there are many other ways that it can be used. For example, if you want to automatically set the shipping method to “Next Day Air” for orders where the subtotal is greater than $100 and the customer class is “GOLD” or “PLATINUM”, a script may be added that would automatically override the default shipping method under these conditions.

The possibilities for adding custom business logic with Field Level Security Scripting are virtually endless. Field Level Security Scripting provides you with a powerful and flexible means of adding custom logic to fields and applying changes to users and user classes quickly and easily.

Field Level Security Scripting is easy to deploy and maintain. Tight integration with Advanced Security and Field Level Security makes it easy to apply customizations by user class or by individual user and company.
